ELARC1 The student reads a minimum of 25 grade-level appropriate books or book
equivalents (approximately 1,000,000 words) per year from a variety of subject
disciplines. The student reads both informational and fictional texts related to various
subject areas.

Individual schools will notify their students about the details of how they wish to handle
summer reading assignments. Schools choose a correlating summer assignment to complete
with the reading.

AP and IB book lists will be distributed by the respective schools.
